Pre-Deployment Training for FPUs is an eight-week course encompassing a broad set of skills from 
public order management, police tactics and techniques, and firearms. Cross-cutting topics such 
as human rights, protection of civilians, use of force, community-oriented policing are reinforced 
throughout the training in the classroom as well as in the field and on the range.
The ToT course for FPU PDT takes nine weeks and include learning methodologies and strategies 
to facilitating tactical training.
